Osage City is located 37 miles southwest of Topeka, and 34 miles northeast of Emporia. The population of Osage City is 2,808, and Osage City has 1,173 households, 20 anchor institutions, and over 100 small to medium-sized businesses. Kwikom's proposal will ensure that every houshold, business and anchor institution within city limits has access to affordable gigabit fiber-optic internet that can also be customized to meet the needs of every individual and business, and is scalable to meet future development and bandwidth demands.

	1: KwiKom's proposal will bring fiber to every premise within the city limits of Osage City, which covers 1,173 households, 20 anchor institutions, over 40 small-medium businesses, 3 schools, the ECKAN Food distribution center, 3 senior citizen assisted-living facilities, 10 medical/dental facilities, the community library, 4 city-owned buildings, the Osage City Police Department, the Osage County Fire District 2 facility, and USD 420's district office. Additionally, this fiber project will be constructed with future development in mind, and will be scalable to meet any future annexations and developments that may arrive.  
	0: KwiKom's fiber-optic proposal will achieve several important goals for Osage City. As the support letters show, the need for affordable, usable broadband is dire with current offerings inadequate and--with a poverty level more than twice the national average--cost prohibitive. This project will not only finally solve the current needs, but will allow for and encourage future development here. The schools in Osage City will benefit from the presence of affordable, locally operated fiber, as will their students, who will have access to reliable, high-speed internet both on campus and at home. The presence of affordable fiber will open up economic opportunities on multiple levels--from allowing current residents to pursue remote work to attracting remote workers who want to live in a more rural setting, from helping existing businesses build their profile and more efficiently conduct commerce to attracting new businesses who can take advantage of affordable development sites and existing vacancies.
